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1. INTRODUCTION 

BFA is an initiative promoted by the Xunta de Galicia (Galician Government) through the Axencia Galega de 

Innovación (Galician Innovation Agency) (GAIN), the Instituto Galego de Promoción Económica (Galician Institute 

for Economic Development) (IGAPE) and the Xesgalicia Sociedad Gestora de Entidades de Inversión de Tipo 

Cerrado (Collective Investment Undertakings of the Closed-End Type) (XESGALICIA); the Consorcio de la Zona 

Franca de Vigo (Free Trade Zone Consortium of Vigo) (CZFV) and Vigo Activo Sociedad de Capital Riesgo, SA SME 

(VIGO ACTIVO), the Fundación Cluster de Empresas de Automoción de Galicia (Galician Automotive Companies 

Cluster Foundation) (CEAGA), and the Groupe PSA (PSA Group). Its objective is the acceleration and 

consolidation of specialised projects in the automotive industry and their transformation into viable and scalable 

innovative companies that attract and retain talent; thereby contributing to strengthening the sector's position 

and increasing its international projection. 

In order to become a reference in the promotion of open and disruptive innovation in the automotive industry, 

BFA is deployed along three strategic axes, focused on the promotion of entrepreneurial culture, development 

of an open innovation ecosystem, and the promotion of the business fabric. And to that end, it has the leadership 

of the industry and the support of the agents needed to consolidate an innovation ecosystem within the Galician 

automotive sector. 

The terms outlined herein are intended to explain the features of the programme, the terms and conditions for 

submitting projects to the call and, finally, the legal aspects that govern the relationship between the participants 

and the BFA.  

The section on "Characteristics of the BFA" presents the initiative and its differentiating aspects, which include 

the industry's leadership and the support to the entire project cycle, the resources placed at the disposal of 

projects and the financing terms. 

The next section on "Terms and conditions" highlights aspects that are important for participation in BFA 

projects, such as eligibility criteria or project evaluation, and the project requirements during the acceleration 

and consolidation stages. 

The section on "Legal aspects" covers aspects such as responsibilities, intellectual property and the protection of 

personal data of participants in the programme. 

And lastly, the "Annexes" list the documentation that must be submitted at the time of application and for 

providing proof of financing from the different entities; GAIN, XESGALICIA and VIGOACTIVO. Moreover, the last 

Annex contains the subjects of special interest that have been defined by and for the automotive industry. 
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2. CHARACTERISTICS OF THE BFA 

This section highlights: the characteristics of the Business Factory Auto that differentiate it from other similar 

initiatives, the resources that will be placed at the disposal of the participants, the stages in which the programme 

is structured, the schedule for this 5th edition, and the financing terms. 

 

DIFFERENTIATING FEATURES OF THE BFA 

 

Business Factory Auto is a vertical accelerator focused on the automotive sector that confers significant benefits 

to participating projects by providing expert mentors and tutors from the sector, as well as a specialised network 

of contacts. Moreover, it shares the acceleration and/or consolidation process with other projects from the same 

sector, with the consequent generation of synergies. 

Led by the industry 

The project led by CEAGA and the PSA Group, has the backing of the Xunta de Galicia, CZFV and the component 

manufacturers in the Galician automotive sector. 

Tested training programme 

The training programme, organised by the Universidad Corporativa de CEAGA (UCC) (Corporate University of 

CEAGA) has received different high-profile international recognitions and it is taught by a panel of teachers 

comprised of professionals working in the Galician Automotive Sector. 

Open innovation ecosystem 

BFA is supported by all actors from the open innovation system: technological centres, clusters, universities, etc. 

Promotion of an entrepreneurial culture in the ecosystem 

Development of a community in which entrepreneurial initiatives find an enabling and supportive space. 

Support for the complete cycle 

Provided through the appropriate instruments for training, acceleration and investment, as well as a 

consolidation stage that will enable sustainable development of the enterprises.  

International scope  

Capacity to attract talent globally by providing a training and support programme for the teams. 
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RESOURCES PLACED AT THE DISPOSAL OF PROJECTS 

BFA co-working space 

The participating projects can be housed at the facility that Zona Franca de Vigo has placed at the disposal of the 

BFA. This co-working space favours the creation of a suitable environment for proper implementation of the 

project. There are also individual meetings rooms available to all projects for individual meetings. 

BFA Training 

The Business Factory Auto programme provides training sessions for project members to imbibe knowledge on 

everything related to the automotive sector. Training will be provided by independent experts with proven 

experience in the automotive sector, who will guide your team and project to obtain the desired results. 

Tutoring 

There will have two modalities of tutoring sessions: technical and management sessions. The technical sessions 

will be given by a professional specialized in the automotive industry and the technical tutor will be in charge of 

the continuous monitoring of the project. The management sessions will be carried out by a professional 

specialized in business management and business development. 

Networking 

The sharing of BFA co-working space with other entrepreneurs, independent tutors and trainers helps to create 

a vibrant context for knowledge exchange and joint collaborations. BFA organises events and meetings so that 

you meet professionals that can greatly contribute to your project. 

Financing 

BFA offers very attractive financing for projects.  

Direct contact with the automotive sector in Galicia 

Business Factory Auto is the gateway to the automotive industry. Participation in the programme could help your 

company/project to develop and get greater visibility and reach the sector's OEMs and TIER suppliers. BFA is a 

tool that enables your project to stay in touch with other projects from the Galician automotive sector. 
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PHASES OF THE PROGRAMME

Call for projects 

Opening of the registration period for projects on BFA's website (www.bfauto.es). A registration form must be 

filled-in on the website to register a project, and all team members must be registered as users. Kindly contact

The call for projects stage envisages the attraction of projects for participation in the acceleration and 

consolidation stages.  

Selection 

All projects that comply with the terms and conditions laid down herein will be taken into consideration. Only 

information provided in the web page (form) will be taken into account for selection. Applicants will be selected 

during the evaluation stage and then interviewed personally. After the interview, a decision will be taken on 

which projects pass on to the acceleration (up to a maximum of 10) and consolidation stages (up to a maximum 

of 10).  

The evaluations and interviews will be conducted by the Executive Committee of the programme based on two 

fundamental pillars: the project and the team. This Committee will be comprised of personnel appointed by the 

sponsoring entities: CEAGA, CZFV, GAIN, IGAPE, the PSA Group, VIGO ACTIVO and XESGALICIA. They may request 

reports from third parties and independent experts on the subject matter of the project under evaluation.  

The selected projects: 

• Will receive a formal invitation to join the acceleration or consolidation stage of the programme. This 

invitation will be valid for 5 calendar days for formal acceptance by the enterprising team. In case no 

formal acceptance is forthcoming, the Executive Committee of the programme may offer the invitation 

to the next ranked project. 

• May apply for financing through a combination of the modalities described in the financing conditions 

section of this terms of the programme. If the projects have received financing through another 

acceleration program, they could not obtain financing for the acceleration phase at the BFA.

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Acceleration 

The selected projects that accept the invitation and fulfil the conditions for participation in the programme may 

be admitted into the acceleration stage. Over the 9-month duration, the planned activities will focus on the 

development and validation of the product or service, definition of the business model, achievement of first 

sales, and development of the skills and abilities of the team, among others. 

Milestones will be established in parallel, for each project and these will be linked to the receipt of the financing 

granted.  

Consolidation 

Just like in the acceleration stage, the selected projects must accept the invitation and fulfil the conditions for 

participation in the programme, in order to enter the consolidation stage.  This stage lasts for up to 12 months 

during which training, mentoring and networking will be provided to the participating companies so that they 

are able to establish themselves in the market and generate sales/recurring revenues. 
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SCHEDULE 

The application period starts after publication of the call on BFA's website and lasts for a duration of up to 3 

months. Only applications received within the deadline and through the BFA's website will be evaluated for the 

programme. 

Project evaluation and selection will start after expiry of application deadline and will take place over a maximum 

period of 2 months. 

Prior to starting the acceleration stage and the consolidation stage, there will be a period of approximately 1 

month for submitting documents, signing contracts and other prior formalities (relocation of the company and 

of the team, etc.).  

Projects that have been selected for the acceleration stage and the consolidation stage will begin their 

corresponding programmes after the above process has been completed. 

Final deadlines and dates will be published on BFA's website. 
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FINANCING CONDITIONS  

The selected projects may obtain financing through a combination of the following modalities: 

• Non-repayable grant: economic contribution that does not require repayment. The specific conditions of the 

grant are detailed below. 

• Participation loan which may carries a capitalisation option: a type of loan which does not require personal 

guarantees, with a fixed interest rate and a variable one that varies according to the results of the company 

(details are shown below). If the company or project applies for it and it may be valuated a direct participation 

in share capital of the company in the framework of a financing round. 

 

In the acceleration stage  

• Award of a non-repayable grant of up to a maximum twenty-five thousand Euro (€25,000) for financing a 

set of eligible costs through the Axencia Galega de Innovación (GAIN).  

• Financing with Vigo Activo Sociedad de Capital Riesgo, SA SME that can be framed through: 

Participation loan with a capitalisation option for a maximum amount of fifty thousand Euro (€50,000) 

through Vigo Activo S.A. Sociedad Mercantil Estatal (Vigo Activo) which could carry a capitalization option. 

General characteristics of the financing: 

o Amount: up to €50,000. 

o Maximum term: up to 7 years. 

o Grace period for repayment of principal: up to 2 years. 

o Interest rate: Fixed (quarterly Euribor + 4%) + Variable (to be determined). 

o Eligible for capitalisation. 

o The selected projects may receive funding of up to €10,000 when the project passes the analysis phase 

carried out by Vigo Activo. The rest of the financing would be disbursed in one or more acts depending 

on the fulfilment of the milestones set with the tutor and accepted by Vigo Activo. In order to be eligible 

for this funding, the company must be incorporated, have its principal centre of activity and its registered 

and fiscal address in Galicia, and fulfil the conditions and requirements established by Vigo Activo. 

o The documents to be submitted are detailed in Annex II to these Terms. 

o The deadline to submit the application for financing to Vigo Activo through the BFA program will be from 

the beginning of the acceleration phase to its completion. 

o As a general rule, projects that have previously been financed by Vigo Activo will not be financed. In any 

case, if the project had obtained financing within the framework of a previous phase of any other similar 

acceleration program, the financing would have to be approved by the Investment Committee and the 

Board of Directors of Vigo Activo. Projects funded by Vigo Activo will require subsequent monitoring and 

they must provide periodic financial information or any other that is considered. 
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• Financing with Xesgalicia, SGEIC, S.A. that can be framed through: 

Participation loan with a possible capitalisation option up to a maximum of fifty thousand Euro (€50,000). 

through the Investment Fund that best suits the evolution phase of the projects selected in the acceleration 

phase of each call. In the case that the company requests it and within the framework of a financing round, 

a direct participation in the capital of the company may be valued. 

o General characteristics of the funding: 

Amount: up to €50,000. 

Maximum term: up to 7 years. 

Grace period for repayment of principal: up to 2 years. 

Interest rate: Fixed (quarterly Euribor + 4%) + Variable (to be determined). 

Eligible for capitalisation. 

o The selected projects may receive funding of up to €10,000 when the project passes the analysis phase 

carried out by Xesgalicia. The rest of the financing would be disbursed in one or more acts depending on 

the fulfillment of the milestones set with the tutor and accepted by Vigo Activo. In order to be eligible for 

this funding, the company must be incorporated, have its principal centre of activity and its registered 

and fiscal address in Galicia, and fulfil the conditions and requirements established by Xesgalicia. 

o The documents to be submitted are detailed in Annex III to these Terms. 

o The deadline to submit the application for financing to Xesgalicia through the BFA program will be from 

the beginning of the acceleration phase to its completion. 

o As a general rule, projects that have previously been financed by Xesgalicia will not be financed. In any 

case, if the project had obtained financing within the framework of a previous phase of any other similar 

acceleration program, the financing would have to be approved by the Investment Committee and the 

Board of Directors of Xesgalicia. Projects funded by Xesgalicia will require subsequent monitoring and 

they must provide periodic financial information or any other that is considered. 

 

 

In the consolidation stage 

• Financing with Xesgalicia, SGEIC, S.A. that can be framed through: 

• Participation loan up to a maximum amount of two hundred and fifty thousand Euro (€250,000). 

XESGALICIA, Sociedad Gestora de Entidades de Inversión de Tipo Cerrado, S.A.U. may finance the projects 

selected in the consolidation stage of each call, through the investment fund that best suits the project's 

development stage. If the company or project applies for it and it may be valuated a direct participation in 

share capital of the company in the framework of a financing round. 

o General characteristics of the funding:  

Amount: up to €250,000. 

Maximum term: up to 7 years. 

Grace period for repayment of principal: up to 2 years. 

Interest rate: Fixed (quarterly Euribor + 4%) + Variable (to be determined). 
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o The funding may be paid in multiple disbursements and is conditioned to other financiers or partners 

providing at least the same funding to the project. If the funding amortisation period is less than 5 years 

with other financiers, then the amortisation of the participation loan provided by Xesgalicia shall be pro 

rate to the funding used as the basis for granting the loan. 

o The documents to be submitted are detailed in Annex III to these Terms. 

o The deadline to submit the application for financing to Xesgalicia through the BFA program will be from 

the beginning of the acceleration phase to its completion. 

o As a general rule, projects that have previously been financed by Xesgalicia will not be financed. In any 

case, if the project had obtained financing within the framework of a previous phase of any other similar 

acceleration program, the financing would have to be approved by the Investment Committee and the 

Board of Directors of Xesgalicia. Projects funded by Xesgalicia will require subsequent monitoring and 

they must provide periodic financial information or any other that is considered. 

Other considerations 

The selected projects that meet the following conditions may have financing from Xesgalicia and / or Vigo Activo, 

both in the acceleration and consolidation phase: 

o Overcome the investment analysis process by the Xesgalicia and / or Vigo Activo team, for which the 

documentation described in Annexes II and III must be provided. 

o Have the company established, have the main activity center and its registered office and tax address 

in Galicia. 

Funding provided in this programme is compatible with grants from other national or international public 

administrations, agencies or public or private entities and, in no case, can either on its own or jointly with other 

grants, aids, income or resources, exceed the cost of the activity financed or ceilings established for public 

funding. 

 

In case of drop out from programme, non-compliance with the acceleration /consolidation programme or an 

unfavourable project implementation report from the tutor/mentor presented to Xesgalicia and/or Vigo Activo, 

then Xesgalicia and/or Vigo Activo shall be entitled to stop any pending disbursements and terminate the loan 

agreement if the inference from such report is negative for project implementation, in accordance with the terms 

that served as the basis for granting the present funding. 
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3. TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

This section first lists the eligibility criteria for projects, that is, the requirements that projects must meet in order 

to be considered eligible, and hence evaluated. It then explains the evaluation criteria, which determine the 

aspects that the Executive Committee will take into account when evaluating projects. This is followed by the 

minimum requirements, that is, the basic conditions projects need to fulfil, in order to participate in the BFA. 

Outlined below are the general commitments and the requirements that projects must fulfil during the 

acceleration and consolidation stages. And lastly, attention is drawn to the incompatibilities that certain entities 

may have which would make them ineligible to apply for BFA funding. 

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA FOR PROJECTS 

Belonging to the automotive sector  

This initiative of a vertical nature is centred on the automotive sector, and hence the programme is directed 

exclusively to projects related to this sector. The main themes defined, to which projects must adhere to are: 

product, production and logistics processes, business processes, equipment, and other devices related with 

people. Annex IV provides more information on the themes. 

Project characteristics  

The programme is not only directed to start-ups, but also to spin-outs and spin-offs. Each of the categories are 

defined hereunder: 

• Start-up: a newly created company in its starting phase, promoted by entrepreneurs in their personal 

capacity, usually associated with innovation and with a scalable business model.  

• One company spin-out: a recently created company resulting from the division of a project from an existing 

company.  

• Several companies spin-outs: a recently created company resulting from the division of a project developed 

collaboratively by several companies. 

• Spin-off: a recently created project/company born from innovative development originating in universities 

or technological centres. 

Development stage of projects  

The participating projects can opt for the acceleration stage or the consolidation stage based on their degree of 

development.  

• Seed. Projects in the seed stage shall opt to participate in the acceleration stage. These are projects with a 
business idea that is at an early stage, and in which the team develops or has developed a viable minimum 
product or service and puts forward a line of business.  

• Early Stage. Projects in the "early stage" may opt to participate directly in the consolidation stage. We can 
say that these are companies with a defined product or service and real sales. The business model must be 
structured, with possibility for scaling-up and generating its first income. The company starts to grow, albeit 
in an incipient manner.  

 

EVALUATION CRITERIA  

Applications received will be mainly evaluated based on the team and the project. Seed projects that opt for the 

acceleration stage will have a weighting of 60% and 40% for team and project respectively, while early-stage 
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projects that opt for the consolidation stage will have a weighting of 40% team and 60% project. In particular, 

the following aspects will be taken into account: 

Team Evaluation Criteria 

The trajectory and adequacy of the team for the submitted project will be evaluated. This section will particularly 

look into: 

• Skills, knowledge and experience in the automotive sector or area of project application.   

• Adequacy and complementarity of training and experience of the team to the project needs.  

• Commitment, motivation and dedication of the entrepreneurial team. 

• Risk assumed by the promoter/management team.  

Project Evaluation Criteria 

• Degree of innovation. Degree of innovation, understood as the scientific, technological or knowledge base 

the project has, as well as the differentiating attributes incorporated therein to make it a winning proposal. 

• Level of acceleration or capacity to develop a minimum viable product (MVP) during the course of the 

programme and for project implementation. 

• Degree of scalability, growth potential and generation of scale economies.  

• Capacity for market consolidation and generating recurring revenue.  

• Socio-economic impact. Viable initiative that will contribute to stimulation of the business fabric. 

• Topics of special interest for this fifth edition include a set of themes that seek new innovation opportunities. 

In the case of spin-outs/spin-offs, the commitment of the company/ies and/or university/technology centre to 

the project and the team must be assured. 
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MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS  

• There is no limit to the number of projects each sponsor team can submit but it will have to choose just one 

of them. In the case of spin-offs and spin-outs, more than one project (submitted by a company, university 

or technological centre) may be eligible. 

• All members of the sponsor team and the management team must be of legal age. 

• Projects may be formally incorporated as a company and have a maximum age of 3.5 years (42 months) in 

order to be eligible to participate in the acceleration stage at the time of application (in accordance with 

Law 9/2013 on entrepreneurship and economic competitiveness of Galicia). For the consolidation stage, 

projects must be formally incorporated as a company and have a maximum age of 6 years at the time of 

application submission.  

• Commitment to establish the registered and fiscal address of the company in the Autonomous Community 

of Galicia within the required deadlines. 

• Establish the main centre of activity in the Autonomous Community of Galicia. 

• Own the intellectual property rights for the idea/project submitted, or failing which, have the appropriate 

permissions from third parties to use the intellectual and/or industrial property. 

 

GENERAL COMMITMENTS 

The general commitments of the projects are as follows: 

• Accept and comply with the terms of the programme. 

• Ensure that the information provided is accurate. 

• Comply with the deadlines set by the initiative for the provision of information. 

• Constantly update project and team member information on the platform throughout the duration of the 

programme. 

• Collaborate in the promotion activities of the BFA Programme. 

• Ensure delivery of all additional information that may be required over the lifetime of the programme in 

relation to the same. 

• Notify any significant changes in the composition of the sponsor team and/or the management team, entry 

of new partners in the share capital, trade name, trademarks and logos, as well as provide any other 

substantive information about the project during the life of the programme and also during the later 

accompaniment period in which contracts associated with the funding received remain valid. 

• Attendance and active participation of a minimum of two registered members of the sponsor team and/or of 

the management team in at least 80% of the programme activities.  

REQUIREMENTS OF PROJECTS IN THE CONSOLIDATION AND ACCELERATION STAGES 

In the acceleration stage  

• 100% full-time dedication to the project by at least two persons, who must have the profiles of manager, 

technical manager and commercial manager. Spin-out and /or spin-off projects may include persons on a 

part-time basis provided that the sum of all dedications is equivalent to at least two persons with 100% 

dedication each. 
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• Compliance with the KPIs (Key Performance Indicators) and monthly evolution. 

• Monthly cash-flow control and maximum wage limit to be determined. 

• Compliance of milestones, failing which, provide reasoned justification for default. 

• Mandatory participation in training and tutoring activities. 

• Subscribe, where relevant, to the corresponding singular agreement that establishes the terms and 

conditions for implementing the funding provided by GAIN, this being an essential requisite to receive this 

funding. 

• Advertise the funding and support obtained through the BFA programme in project dissemination activities 

and on its website. 

• Transparency of projects when informing about their evolution and results. 

 

In the consolidation stage 

• 100% full-time dedication to the project by at least two persons, who must have the profiles of manager, 

technical manager and commercial manager. Spin-out and /or spin-off projects may include persons on a 

part-time basis provided that the sum of all dedications is equivalent to at least two persons with 100% 

dedication each. 

• KPIs (Key Performance Indicators) and monthly evolution. 

• Monthly reporting of cash-flow and quarterly reporting of accounts. 

• Compliance with milestones, failing which, provide reasoned justification for default. 

• Mandatory participation in training and mentoring activities. 

• Transparency of projects when informing about their evolution and results. 

 

INCOMPATIBILITIES 

The following parties will be ineligible to submit projects: 

• Executive Committee members will not be able to participate as sponsor team and/or as members of the 

selected projects nor can they provide any type of external service required by BFA. 

• The express consent of all Executive Committee members will be required in the case of staff assigned to 

their respective entities. 

• Management Team members will not be able to participate as sponsor team and/or as members of the 

selected projects nor can they provide any type of external service required by BFA. 
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4. LEGAL ASPECTS 

Given that information will be exchanged during the different stages of the programme, it is important to clarify 

the use of the same and any ensuing responsibilities.  

ACCEPTANCE OF TERMS  

Participation in the call implies the acceptance of these terms without reservations or conditions, as well as of 

any decisions that may arise.  

If during programme implementation, it is detected that a member of a participating team does not fulfil the 

commitments acquired in the sworn affidavit, then in such a case, the Executive Committee reserves the right to 

demand compliance, and in case of non-rectification, proceed to the exclusion of the applicant.  

Therefore, projects will be subject to continuous evaluation throughout all stages of the programme, and hence, 

any party that does not comply with the requirements, obligations and milestones established may be excluded 

from the same after a prior reasoned report from the Executive Committee of the programme and such party 

will consequently lose the benefits derived from the same.  

Furthermore, BFA reserves the right to cancel, modify or discontinue any aspect or criterion of the call and 

selection process.  

The commitment arising from acceptance of these terms will come into effect from the date of acceptance and 

will remain in force for five years after the deadline of the call for proposals in which the project was selected.   

RESPONSIBILITY  

Applicants will be responsible for all damages, direct or indirect, that are caused or may be caused due to default 

of these terms, and will exonerate programme managers from all responsibility in this regard, without any 

exception.  

Applicants will likewise be responsible for any infringement of third party rights during their participation in this 

programme and shall compensate such affected third parties and, where appropriate, indemnify programme 

managers for any damage or injury caused and whether claimed in court or out of court. Such indemnity shall 

expressly include the fees of professionals participating in the proceedings that arise due to default of the 

obligations described herein.  

 

INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY  

Ownership (if possible) of the intellectual property rights of the idea/project submitted, or having the 

appropriate permission for use are the minimum requirement set out in the terms and conditions.   

All applicants shall guarantee that the content of their presentation is their original creation and does not violate 

any right, including intellectual property rights of third parties, and moreover, that the content is not illegal, nor 

was it created by breaching contractual obligation with a third party.  

Information provided by applicants must be correct, true and complete, and applicants will assume full 

responsibility for any inaccuracies. Otherwise, BFA shall have the right, without prejudice to enforce any other 

legal means, to withdraw, refuse or cancel the rights granted to the applicant in these Terms.  

The participants expressly authorise program managers to use their trade name and image in promotional 

materials relating to this call, without any consideration in return. By submitting the application, the applicant 

accepts that the application document was submitted on a voluntary basis.   
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The applicant accepts that programme managers shall decide on aspects related to the call, as well as on the 

final selection of projects under the programme. Applicants furthermore acknowledge that even though their 

project is selected, the program managers are not obliged to fully implement the programme.   

 

DISCLOSURE OF INFORMATION  

Participants consent to the use of basic information about the project during the evaluation processes referred 

to in the terms herein.

INNOVACIÓN TO PROJECTS SELECTED FOR ENTRY INTO THE ACCELERATION STAGE 

The collaboration agreement signed between the Instituto Galego de Promoción Económica (IGAPE), Axencia 

Galega de Innovación (GAIN), Xesgalicia, Sociedad Gestora de Entidades de Inversión de Tipo Cerrado, S.A.U 

(XESGALICIA),  Fundación Cluster de Empresas de Automoción de Galicia (CEAGA), Peugeot Citroën Automóviles 

España S.A,  Consorcio da Zona Franca de Vigo (CONSORCIO), Vigo Activo Sociedad de Capital Riesgo, SA SME 

(VIGO ACTIVO), to set up an entrepreneurship centre in the Galician automotive industry (Business Factory Auto 

- BFA) foresees the granting by GAIN of aid to projects selected for entry into the acceleration stage.  

Incorporated enterprises that comply with the requirements referred to in paragraphs 2 and 3 of Article 8 of 

Law 9/2007, of 13 June 2007, on subsidies in Galicia, may be considered as beneficiaries.  

Amount of aid  

GAIN will provide a maximum total grant amount of € 250,000 per call, for distribution between the 10 projects 

selected for entry into the acceleration stage.    

Eligible expenditure  

As an example, the following shall be considered as eligible expenses:  

• Purchase of equipment.  

• Subcontracting with research bodies, up to a maximum limit of fifty percent (50%) of the aid.  

• Cost of consultancy for registering patents.  

• Support services for preparation of business plan, market launch, or for seeking investors.  

• Any other expense deemed relevant to the viability of the business plan.  

 

If the sum of eligible expenditure exceeds the amounts established for small contracts in the consolidated text 

of the Public Sector Contracts Law, approved by Royal Legislative Decree 3/2011, of 14 November 2011; the 

beneficiary must obtain at least 3 bids from different suppliers prior to hiring service, except when due to its 

special characteristics, there are not enough entities in the market, or if the expenditure is incurred prior to grant 

application.  

 

The Xunta de Galicia will finance such aid via the legal mechanisms provided, and the selected parties shall 

comply with the rules for beneficiaries.  

 

Obligations of beneficiaries 

Without prejudice to the other obligations set forth in Article 11 of Law 9/2007 of 13 June 2007, on subsidies in 

Galicia, all aid beneficiaries are obliged to:  

• Refund the grant received, in the event of failure to comply with the conditions for participation in the 

Business Factory Auto, as provided for in these terms.

This 

notification shall be made as soon as such information is known and in any case prior to justifying application 

of the funds received.  

• Whenever the sum of eligible expenditure exceeds the amounts set out in the consolidated text of the Public 

Sector Contracts Law, approved by Royal Legislative Decree 3/2011, of 14 November 2011, for small 

contracts, justify that at least three offers from different providers were obtained, prior to recruitment of 

work, provision of service or delivery of goods, except when due to its special characteristics, there are not 

enough entities in the market, to undertake, give or supply the same, or when the expenditure is incurred 

prior to grant application, in accordance with paragraph 3 of Article 29 of the said Act, as amended by the 

second final provision of Law 2/2013, of 27 February 2013, on the Regional General Budget of the 

Autonomous Region of Galicia for the year 2013.  

Payment System  

In accordance with Article 31.6 of Law 9/2007, of 13 June 2007, on subsidies in Galicia, and in Articles 62 and 63 

on the rules of implementation of the aforementioned Law; advance payments may be provided (that is delivery 

of funds prior to justification) as funding needed to carry out the actions inherent to the grant, when it essential 

to implement the projects selected for entry into the acceleration stage, as follows:  

• First payment: a maximum of 80% of the amount allocated to each of the selected projects may be paid in 

advance and upon request. Such request for funds shall be made in accordance with the conditions laid down 

in this Annex.  

• Final payment and justification of the same: the remaining amount allocated to each of the projects selected 

shall be paid after receiving the request and justification as per the terms and conditions outlined in this 

document. The release of such payment will require the conformity of GAIN and proof of delivery of the 

remaining documents. In addition to the above mentioned documents, GAIN will also receive a report from 

the tutor appointed by the Management Team, after verifying and validating the adequacy of expenditure 

and the works or activities planned for implementation of the programme.  

For this 5th edition, the individual agreements with GAIN will be signed at the beginning of 2021, and therefore, 

expenses can only be charged from the date of such signature. 

The guarantee scheme 

Article 65 of Decree 11/2009, of 8 January 2009, approving the rules of procedure related to the Law on 

Subsidies, establishes that the beneficiaries and collaborators are obliged to provide guarantees, among others, 

in cases where there is a possibility of making advance payments.  

This agreement establishes advance payment of up to 80% of the amount intended for financing the projects, 

and for a maximum of 10 projects that are selected for entry into the acceleration stage.  
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Given that the purpose of such advance payment is to support the various projects and facilitate their 

formalisation or incorporation in companies and to reduce the economic burden borne by new companies, both 

at the time of incorporation and during initiation of activity, the provision of the legal guarantee foreseen is 

waived, in accordance with the provision contained in Article 67 on the rules of procedure related to the Law on 

Subsidies, which authorises the Management Board of the Xunta to waive the provision of guarantees.  

Modification of actions  

Modification of any actions to be carried out, that alters the conditions taken into account at the time of granting 

authorisation, may give rise to the modification of the subsidy granted. In any case, the said modification shall 

only be made after a favourable report is obtained from the Executive Committee.  

The procedure for the approval of modification of actions will begin with a request for modification sent by the 

applicant, indicating the scope of the proposed modification, in a way that clarifies the actions that will be 

modified and the manner in which project will be implemented. The request must be sent to the registry of the 

Axencia Galega de Innovación at: Rua Airas Nunes s/n - Conxo.

After receiving the request, GAIN will proceed towards obtaining the corresponding favourable report or the OK 

from the Executive Committee.  

GAIN will then approve the proposed change, after undertaking the proceedings mentioned above. The 

modification will then be formalised into the corresponding document or addendum.  

Compatibility with other aids  

Funding provided in this programme is compatible with aid from other national or international public 

administrations, agencies and public or private entities, and in no case, can either on its own or jointly with other 

grants, aids, income or resources, exceed the cost of the activity financed.

All the trends of the Factory of the Future are key for 

the industry and have been defined as topics of special interest for this fifth call of Business Factory Auto: 

 

1. Provision of low cost and personalized sensing solutions for both new and old facilities, low-cost and 

customized to each company, using Arduino or similar brands, and real time monitoring solutions, through 

the interconnection of machines (robots, welders, screwing or other type of machines) and factory 

mapping, with real-time insight into problems. All this that may be integrated into existing MES and ERP 

systems on the market. 

2. Pick and Place low cost, flexible robotic solutions with component identification, and Plug & Play robotic 

solutions via multi-purpose clamps, automation that is easily integrated, flexible and easily configurable. 

3. Automated defect detection solutions (aspect, geometry control, surface flatness control, presence of 

components, welding points, etc.) using artificial intelligence vision systems, with self-learning, self-

correction and self-regulation lighting systems that not only observe what is happening, but also adapt their 

vision patterns to different lighting or environmental conditions. 

4. Installation of automated systems for movement of materials, from and to the edge of line, and/or 

warehouse, using low cost, flexible, real and easy-to-integrate solutions with already existing MES and ERP 

systems.

7. Identification, location and monitoring systems for indoor & outdoor packaging, and automated systems 

for receiving and dispatching merchandise that allow a real-time warehouses management, both for the 

part of provisioning and product output. 

8. Development of exoskeletons to support everyday tasks: load between waist and shoulder, over the 

shoulder, protection of the lower limbs, improvement of tasks that require use of wrists and elbows, etc. 

or exoskeletons that may help in the tasks of changing large tools or in the repair of machines. 

9. IT application and the best technologies currently available to improve energy efficiency. For example, 

collection software and data analytics, automated controls and systems, heat pumps as an efficient system, 

intelligent building management, energy recovery technologies, etc. 

10. Proposals for solid state battery technology oriented towards electric vehicles. 

11. Artificial intelligence solutions for autonomous vehicles in the areas of algorithm security, which use neural 

networks for automated driving tasks and new neural network concepts for an advanced functional 

conception (spiking, FPGA, etc.). 

 

In this period call, all those projects that may be applicable to the automotive industry and its value chain 

and that represent an innovation and they may aimed at strengthening the Galician automotive sector in a 

broad meaning against emergency situations arising from pandemics such as that of COVID-19 will be
